5. Must complete and submit the attached 4-H Exchange Participant application and submit it to the Extension office by Saturday, August 6, 2011.

6. Each selected 4-H’er and his/her family must be able to accommodate exchangee in their home as well as complete the Volunteer Selection Process.
7. Exchange club members are responsible for expenses not rose through group fund-raisers.
